Mayor Geiger announced that Jimmy  Cornelius will be appointed interim Police Chief for six months at which time he will be evaluated.
STREETS/PUBLIC WORKS: Dan Larson reported the Schweitzer Cut-Off -Sand Creek Bridge is currently under geotechnical review and design with TerraCon.  There is unstable foundation material to work with there.

Quality Maintenance Quote will start working in the next week or two.


This morning Bids for Bonner Mall Way-Bike/Ped Path (Triangle Drive pathway) were opened. Both bids will be checked.   Interstate Concrete bid $607,350.   Earthworks Northwest bid $443,028, they are the current low bidder.
PLANNING, PARKS & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT: Planner Brubaker updated the council; He is getting quotes from maintenance contractor to do the lawn mowing at McNearney Park.  He is looking at two different contractors, Leo Addison who does the City Hall and PD now.  The other is Cabinet Mountain Landscapes who did a lot of the work during the construction of the park.  

The other thing that he is doing is he has contacted Bonner County Weeds Program, they have grants for weed control.  He is asking them to the entire highway 95 median, if ITD allows it.  Also, our City park properties.  There are some large commercial properties that he will contact the property owners and see if they are interested in treating.  Bonner County will treat as much as they can but they will not treat in front of residential properties without case by case approval from the owner. 

Volunteers from Sandpoint Rotary volunteered to paint over the graffiti on the bike paths. 

Highway 2/200 corridor study: Planner Brubaker gave a presentation on the Study.

Mayor Geiger announced that there will be a council position opening.  We will run an add for two weeks.  
Personnel Policy Workshop: on page 11 we need to add Personal Leave and Holiday to #7.  Mayor Geiger would still like to put a cap on sick leave.  There was discussion.  PTO?  We may want to add a new line item to the budget to cover extended sick time that may be used.  Resolution to be tabled until next meeting. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: Mark Dunkel-Ponderay.  He questioned visual nuisance and how the City looks at it.  

Nancy Piatt-Ponderay.  Mark is kity-corner from Nancy and the neighbors property continues to be a visual nuisance.  She also asked if a "rail"(a dune buggy without a body) is legal on the City Streets.
