Councilmember Thompson/Osborne.  Roll Call vote.  All voted in favor.   Motion approved.     
DEPARTMENT REPORTS/UPDATES: 
MAYOR: Mayor thanked everyone for all they do.  He also thanked Clerk Warren for ten years of service to the City. 

Last month the Mayor talked to the Post Office people about the five year extension on the post office rent.   This is just an extension off the last contract so no amendments can be made.  We have five more years before we can do any changes.  


There was a citizen complaint about a neighbors drone stuck in his tree.  There was some discussion on Drones in the City.  Attorney Marshal was asked if there is any protection from this by private citizens.  He replied that there is but it is a gray area.  Out in the County right now there is a situation where one neighbor shot another neighbors drone.  This is happening in the County but they seem to be taking it into their own hands.  If it becomes an issue we may have to create an ordinance for protection.  
CLERK:  Clerk Warren reported on the Bed Tax.  As of the end of 2017 we are twenty thousand five hundred forty one dollars and forty cents over last year at this time. ($20,541.40).  
POLICE: Police Chief Cornelius reported again on the local that said we did not have enough police presence in the residential area.  Chief had Sergeant Victorino check into it and in Jan 2018 police went by that individuals house one hundred twenty seven (127) times.  Then he checked a summer month, June of 2017 was one hundred six (106) times.   There were no problems as far as Chief new.  He just heard the rumor.  

Chief updated the council on the shooting today.   Sandpoint Police Chief Corey Coon had a press conference at 5:00p.m.  and Chief Cornelius read the statement. (copy is attached)  Officer Mike Hutter and Erik Clark were doing well.  


Mayor reported that he is waiting for one more bid on the Police carport which he should have by the next meeting.  
STREETS/PUBLIC WORKS: Jesse Herndon-HMH Engineer:  He will be our new face from HMH.  

It was asked when IHD would sweep the streets.  They will start sweeping as soon as the streets are dry and clear of snow.  There is a lot of gravel.  


When street lights on the highway are out, who do we contact?  We contact Avista if a City light is out but the State highway district takes care of the lights on the highway.   We are kind of the go-to place to report and then we contact Avista or the State.  
PLANNING, PARKS & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT:  Planner Brubaker was asked if Phil McNearney had been replaced on the P&Z?  Planner reported that he has someone that is very interested and he was just waiting to introduce him to the Mayor before the next P&Z meeting.  Bonner County collaborative is this coming Monday.  
S&W:  Steve Wasick of the S&W was called.  Mr. Wasick is working on a contract with Hester Excavations to clear out the trailers.  There were some minor edits to the contract and then they will get started removing the trailers.   They have the money and will get started soon. 

There was some general discussion on Impact Fees and Goals.  

Councilmember Osborne/Thompson to adjourn.  All in favor.
